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Do you or your congregation own property that could be used as a community garden? If you are in a rural community where farming means that there are migrant workers in the area, consider specifically inviting folks from the farm labor camps to utilize the property for planting, cultivating, and harvesting culturally appropriate food. While it might circumvent attractive landscaping options, it could create a lifeline for farm workers in the community who are struggling to feed their families and provide an opportunity for relationships among congregation members and farm workers who could use some help. Keep in mind that you may need to coordinate transportation to and from the camps. You might celebrate the project by having a fellowship dinner where farm workers could share their traditional dishes made with produce they harvested. If there are no farm workers in the community, are there people with low incomes who could benefit? Coordinate with community leaders about this.
